Bobsleigh Rides 
2011/2012

Experience the thrill of this sliding sport as you wind through 14 twists and turns 
on the 1.4km Olympic track, in just 60 seconds of pure adrenaline rush!

Preparations:
• 	 Check–in 30-45 minutes prior to your scheduled ride time, at the  
	 bobsleigh start house located at the  top of the hill. 
• 	 Appropriate winter apparel is required, including a warm jacket,  
	 mittens/gloves and running/hiking shoes. 
•	 You should be completely comfortable within a confined space and be  
	 physically prepared to experience negative G-Forces that will  
	 approach 4.5 times body weight. 
•	 A waiver of liability must be signed prior to the ride. A parent/legal  
	 guardian is required to sign on behalf of any participants under the  
	 age of 18 years. 
•	 No bulky or puffy jackets or big boots. 

Restrictions
•   Age restrictions: minimum age for participants is 16 years. 
•   Weight Restrictions: 75 -250 lb (37 – 110kgs). 
•   Pregnant women are not permitted to participate. 
•   Anyone under the influence of drugs or alcohol are not permitted  
	 to participate. 
•   Not recommended for any one with back or heart problems

 The Bobsleigh Experience:
•   The bobsleigh driver/brakeman piloting the sled is a  
	 trained professional. 
•   The four-man sled accommodates one driver and three guests. 
•   Seating arrangements for the sled is at the sole discretion of  
	 the driver. 
•   Guests are required to wear CSA certified helmets that will  
	 be provided. 
•   A great place for the accompanying family or friends to capture a  
	 photo is at the finish line near the festival tent. 
•	 Following the bobsleigh ride guests will be shuttled back  
	 to the Starthouse. 
•	 Participants will receive a special gift to commemorate their ride and 
	 will also be sent a certificate via email within 14 days of the ride. 

Refund Policy 
•	 Cancellations greater than 14 days will be refunded less a $20 processing fee 
•	 Cancellations between 14 and 3 days prior to program start date will be credited to the purchaser’s account, less a $20 processing fee. 
•	 Program transfers will only be accepted up to 3 days prior to program start date. No transfers will be allowed within 3 days of the program start date. 
•	 In the event that WinSport Canada cancels any activity due to extreme weather conditions a credit will be provided towards a future program unless the purchaser wishes to reschedule. 
•	 Credits will be kept on the purchaser’s file for one calendar year.
